Install the clutch on the engine shaft as shown in
figure “mounting components ...”, making sure to
respect the torque and the components specified in
the following tables.

IMPORTANT: Hold the clutch support with a lock-grip
plier which will keep the engine shaft from turning and
to obtain the appropriate torque.

NOTE 1: You may need to add a spacer between the
clutch and the existing spacer or even changing this
spacer. This is related to the tolerances of different
components. Most importantly, is that the pulleys are
aligned and the back of the clutch is not in con-
tact with any other part other than the engine
shaft. Take note, for the All Power motor, the clutch
spacer (item 3) 106616 must be applied on the mo-
tor. Putting any other spacer instead, may cause fai-
lure.

STEP 2: VALIDATION OF THE CLUTCH INS-
TALLATION

Once the clutch has been installed, it is important to
check the alignment of the two pulleys (Clutch pulley
(item 1) and snowblower pulley (item 2). The clutch
106143 has two grooves to position the belt. You
must use the one closest to the engine. The two
following figures illustrate two types of wrong pulley
alignments. A wrong pulley alignment can be resolved
by loosening the bolts securing the engine and
moving the engine. If this is the case, it is very
important to retighten all the bolts.

THE LENGTH OF THE SUBFRAME

When the vehicle is advancing in a straight line,
make sure the wheels of the subframe do not come
into contact with the wheels of the vehicle.

When the snowblower is raised to its maximum,
make sure the snowblower engine does not come
into contact with the vehicle.

PRESSURE OF THE TIRES ON THE

Verify and adjust the pressure of the tires of the
subframe at 50 psi.

1) If the winch on the vehicle is too low and the winch cable is going upwards towards the snowblower this may
cause a large amount of stress on the wheels support.

BURNISHING PROCEDURE

The burnishing procedure must be performed before

the first utilisation of the snowblower and after a pro-

longed period of inactivity.

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AUGER AND FAN SHEAR BOLT
