Read this entire Owner’s Manual before you take the first ride on your new eBike and
keep it for reference. This Owner’s Manual contains important safety, performance,
and service information. The latest version of your manual is available at STACYC.com/
manual

Like any sport, bicycling involves risk of injury and damage. By choosing to ride a
bicycle, you assume the responsibility of that risk: you need to know and practice the
rules of safe and responsible riding as well as proper use and maintenance. Proper use
and maintenance of your bicycle reduces the risk of injury. With an eBike there is risk
of fire or electric shock. If you have any questions or do not understand any aspect

of using or maintaining your bike, take responsibility for your safety and consult with
your local dealer, or contact us for assistance.

This manual is not intended as a comprehensive use, service, repair, or maintenance
manual. Please see your local dealer for all service, repairs, or maintenance. Your

local dealer may also be able to refer you to classes, clinics, or books on bicycle use,
service, repair, and maintenance.

Your STACYC 20 HDrive is a Class 2 eBike, and is referred to in this manual as a bicycle
unless otherwise noted.

Rider’s Responsibility Regarding Regulations

It is the rider’s responsibility to obey the regulations that apply to your STACYC eBike.
The regulations covering the use of your STACYC eBike vary by province, state, and
even municipality in certain locations. You must comply with the local regulations
related to the minimum age of the rider, driver’s license, insurance, license plate,
traffic, maximum speed regulations, and any other regulations. These regulations may
change at any time.
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IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION

Intended Use

The intended use of your STACYC eBike is to be ridden by one adult rider (age 18 and
up) at an appropriate time and place for general transportation and/or recreation-

al use. The intended use includes off- road use such as riding on gravel trails, hard
packed dirt trails, and other surfaces where both wheels remain in contact with the
ground at all times. Any other use is prohibited and may result in SERIOUS INJURY or
DEATH.

Your bicycle is NOT INTENDED for mountain bicycle use including any kind of jumping
or downhill mountain biking.

Riders should be proficient cyclists (ages 18+), riding where the tires are always on the
ground, where permitted by law (not on pedestrian- use shared lanes or sidewalks).
Your bicycle should not be used to tow another bicycle.

Safety Messages

To prevent serious injury or death:

Read all safety warnings and all instructions.

Always ride within your limits and the limits of your STACYC eBike.

Bicycles are only for use by persons 18 years of age and above. Riders must have

the physical coordination, reaction, and mental capabilities to control a bicycle

and manage traffic, in addition to managing road conditions and sudden situa-

tions with respect to the laws and instructions governing bicycle use. Persons

with any mental or physical conditions that may make them susceptible to injury,

impair their physical dexterity or mental capabilities to recognize, understand,

and follow safety instructions—or understand the hazards inherent to its use—

should not use or be permitted to use products inappropriate for their abilities.

Never ride under the influence of drugs and/or alcohol.

Always keep small parts away from children. Some eBike accessories may pres-

ent a choking hazard to small children.

e Never modify your frame or bicycle in any way. Do not sand, drill, file, or remove
parts from your bicycle. Do not install incompatible components or hardware.

e Always use proper lifting techniques to prevent injury.

¢  Your eBike may be significantly heavier than a bicycle without a battery pack and
a motor.

e Take responsibility for your own SAFETY. If you have any questions or do not
understand any aspect of using or maintaining your bicycle, contact STACYC at
support@STACYC.com or call (325)766-7079.

IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION

Helmets

Always wear a helmet. Wearing a helmet properly may reduce the risk of a
severe head injury. When riding, always wear a helmet that meets or exceeds the
standards of the Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC). Check the manual
that comes with your helmet.

Ensure your helmet fits your head and is properly secured.

Read your helmet manual to make sure it is adjusted properly according to the
fitting instructions provided by the helmet manufacturer.

A proper-fitting helmet should be comfortable and should neither rock forward/
backward nor side to side.

Follow eBike Regulations On and Off the Road

Be aware of eBike regulations in your area. Generally, the regulations for the use
of a STACYC eBike are the same as those for a standard bicycle. However, there
may be local differences such as where you can ride, minimum rider age, or re-
quired equipment and license and registration regulations. It is your responsibility
to know the local regulations that apply to a STACYC eBike and to obey them.

Ride at Your Own Risk and Use Common Sense

Always keep both hands on the handlebar grips and the brake levers so they are
within reach while riding.

Do not ride distracted. Always remain alert to all riding conditions. Using the
Display or other technology (including your mobile phone or music player)
could distract you from riding. Only adjust the Display when stationary and in a
safe start-up position.

Never use headphones or a cell phone to talk or text when riding.

Always ride defensively. Watch out for potential obstacles that could force you to
swerve suddenly or lose control. Braking while steering may reduce your ability to
control your bicycle.

Look ahead and brake sooner. You may be moving faster on your eBike, and it
may be heavier compared to a bicycle, which means you may need to react and
brake sooner when riding. Other road users may not expect you to be traveling at
higher speeds. Riding faster may increase your risk of a crash.

Stop pedaling well before approaching corners to avoid entering a corner too
quickly. You should also pay particular attention to terrain conditions as you may
approach obstacles faster than expected.



IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION

Riding at Night

Riding at night comes with more risks than riding during the day due to de-
creased visibility; riders are encouraged to exercise increased caution in night-
time conditions.

Turn lights ON for safety. For increased visibility, ensure that the front headlight
and rear taillight are turned ON and adjusted such that other people on the
road can see them clearly. Also check your front and rear wheel reflectors.
Riders should wear reflective clothing at night. You may want to attach addi-
tional flashing lights to your clothing or helmet.

Riding in Wet Conditions

Use caution when riding in wet conditions as it will take longer to brake and to
stop. Your tires may slip when turning. Risk of a crash is dramatically increased in
wet conditions.

Your STACYC eBike can withstand light rain and small splashes, but it is not
designed to be subjected to inclement weather, extremely heavy showers, or
submersion in water. Water damage is not covered under the warranty
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PRE-RIDE SAFETY CHECKLIST

STACYC recommends going through each item on the pre-ride safety checklist before
and after each ride. Spending time to make sure all of the bike’s components are in
good working order before a ride is a crucial step along the way to a safe and fun ride.
This checklist is not intended to function as a detailed service manual. Be sure to read
your entire owner’s manual before riding or repairing your bike. If you do not have the
expertise required to

perform any of these checks, STACYC recommends having your local dealer mechanic
perform a detailed safety check of your bike in regular intervals. Ensure your local
mechanic is experienced and reputable.

e Before each ride, inspect your eBike for damage. If damage is found, do
not ride.

e Verify that the front and rear axles are secure.

e Check that the front and rear tire pressure is within the recommended
pressure range printed on the tire sidewall.

e Pull the brake levers to ensure the brakes are working properly and ad-
just if necessary. Check rear brake light.

e Turn on the lights, especially if riding at night. Check for proper opera-
tion.

e Make sure all hardware is tightened to the recommended torque specifi-
cations found in “Tightening Torque” on page 20.

e Check that the saddle is secure and there is no loose mounting hard-
ware.

e Check the condition of the chain to see if it needs cleaning or lubrication.

e Wear a helmet and high visibility clothing.

e NEVER exceed the maximum total payload limit of 250 Ibs, (113 kg).

e Ensure all components are properly secured.

e Make sure your batteries are fully charged.

e All components fitted to the drive unit and all other components of your STACYC

eBike powered pedal assist system (PPAS) (e.g. chainring, chainring sensor, chain,

batteries, motor, pedals) must only be replaced with identical components or
components that have been specifically approved by STACYC. This should help
protect the motor from overloading.

Always remove the battery packs from your STACYC eBike before beginning work

(e.g. inspection, repair, assembly, maintenance, work on the chain, etc.), moving

it with a vehicle, or storing it. Battery pack removal should prevent unintentional

activation of your STACYC eBike.

Do not make any modifications to your STACYC eBike or attach any other products

that might increase the performance of your STACYC eBike. Doing so will generally

reduce the service life of the system and risks damaging the drive unit and the
bicycle. You also run the risk of losing the warranty claims on the bicycle you have
purchased. By handling the system improperly, you are also endangering your
safety and that of other road users, thus running the risk of high personal liability
costs and possibly even criminal prosecution in the event of accidents that can be
attributed to manipulation of the bicycle.

e Under extreme conditions, such as continuously high loads at low speed when
riding up hills or carrying loads, parts of the motor can reach high temperatures.

POWERED PEDAL ASSIST SYSTEM (PPAS)

Your STACYC eBike comes with a single speed crankset/freewheel powered pedal
assist system (PPAS). The PPAS gear ratio was designed to provide a comfortable
pedaling experience in various terrain conditions even without the powered pedal
assistance.

While pedaling, three speed mode options are available that should be chosen based
on your riding environment. (ref PG29 for switching speed modes)
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THROTTLE

The right side of the handlebar features a grip twist throttle that also powers the mo-
tor without pedaling. This is a Class 2 eBike benefit.

To operate:

Turn on the eBike and check which speed mode is set for the Powered Pedal Assist
(PPAS) to the appropriate speed mode. Either begin pedaling or twist the throttle to
achieve your desired speed and acceleration.

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HYDRAULIC DISC BRAKES

Your STACYC eBike is equipped with hydraulic disc brakes.

/A, WARNING! )\

To prevent serious injury or death:

e ALWAYS apply right brake lever (rear wheels) before and during use of the front
brake.

e ALWAYS apply even pressure to both brake levers when slowing down or stop-

ping.

If only the front brake is applied while slowing or stopping quickly, you may be ejected
over the handlebars.

Before riding, check to ensure the brake levers do not touch the handlebars when fully
applied. If either lever touches the handlebars, call STACYC or your dealer to deter-
mine next steps. You will likely need your brakes serviced.

To brake the rear wheel:

Pull right brake lever to activate rear brake.
To brake the front wheel:

Pull left brake lever to activate front brake.

Disc brake rotors will become hot during use and will stay
hot for a short period after use. To prevent burns, do not
touch the disc rotor right after use.

/A, WARNING! )\

DO NOT loosen any screw/bolt on the caliper (the bleed screw should only be
loosened when changing brake fluid). Loosening screws other than the bleed screw
could cause leaking and consequently loss of braking power.

/A, WARNING! )\

If you notice fluid leaking from any part of the brakes, stop riding at once. Have your
brakes serviced at a certified reputable bike shop or your dealer before riding again.

The hydraulic disc brakes on this eBike only uses mineral oil.
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INTLEA

Never add or mix with DOT brake fluid or any mineral oil not intended
for bicycle hydraulic disc brake use.

When using your new eBike, the brakes will need to be bedded in. This means that
braking force on the first 10-30 pulls is not as powerful as subsequent pulls and the
bike will take longer to stop. Ride your bike in a safe environment away from other
vehicles and stop the bike 10- 30 times before riding normally.

Before riding the bicycle check the thickness of the brake pads. When the wear of the
brake pads exceeds 0.8 mm, replacement of the pad is recommended. When the total
thickness of the worn brake pad is less than 2.7 mm, the pads must be replaced to
ensure safe riding.

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PEDAL ASSIST OVERVIEW

When does the Powered Pedal Assistance activate?

The Powered Pedal Assist System (PPAS) functions only when you are pedaling. If you
choose not pedal and twist the throttle instead, the PPAS will also activate. The motor
output level depends on the PPAS speed mode you have set.

PPAS automatically switches off at the maximum speed set for your STACYC eBike (up
to 20 mph in sport mode). When the speed falls below the maximum set speed, PPAS
automatically becomes available again.

You can also use your STACYC eBike as a normal bicycle without assistance at any
time by switching the computer power button OFF. You can also ride the bike without
powered pedal assistance if the batteries are removed. In both cases, the computer
display will not be seen.

If the bicycle has not been used for five (5) consecutive minutes, the display will auto-
matically shut down the bike. The PPAS and throttle features will no longer work when
the display is OFF.

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DISPLAY FUNCTIONS

entering the password (cycle through the numbers with
+ and — buttons and enter with the M button to advance
to the next digit location), communication is established
with the bike’s ESC and the computer will enter the
basic function state displaying:

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CHANGING SPEED MODES

Your STACYC eBike ships with a maximum speed set at 20 miles per hour (mph). This
means it is a Class 2 eBike in states that recognize three classes of eBikes. In most
states that only recognize eBikes generally, the 20 mph top speed is legal for use on
public roads. Class 2 bikes can be power assisted with either pedal or throttle usage.

You STACYC eBike has three speed modes in addition to a “Walk” mode that achieve
different maximum speeds.

YOUR FIRST RIDE

The acceleration of your STACYC eBike may be faster than anticipated and may feel un-
usual at first. Before your first ride, you should use the Boardwalk speed mode of the
powered pedal assist system (PPAS) and become familiar with the operation of your
STACYC eBike by practicing starting, stopping, cornering, and navigating obstacles in a
safe environment away from other bicycles, pedestrians, and/or vehicles. You should
also pay particular attention to terrain conditions as you may approach obstacles
faster than expected.

The Powered Pedal Assist System (PPAS) may be activated as soon as you step onto
the pedals and the bicycle is in motion. ALWAYS be seated on the bicycle and engage
at least one brake before starting to pedal. DO NOT place one foot on a pedal then
throw your other leg over the bicycle or your eBike could accelerate unexpectedly.
Refer to “Pre-Ride Safety Checklist” on pages 8 — 9 before you go on your first ride.

When at a complete stop
with the bicycle turned ON, be careful not to engage the twist throttle or the
bicycle could accelerate and cause you to crash.

e Do not engage Walk Mode when riding or sitting on your STACYC eBike. Holding
the minus (Walk) button will engage the motor up to a walking speed. Release
(Walk) button to stop walk mode or grab either brake lever to also disengage
walk mode.

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BATTERY PACKS

The term battery pack(s) refers to an all original STACYC battery pack.

The safety of both our customers and our products is important to us. Our battery
packs are made with lithium-ion cells, which have been developed and manufactured
in accordance with the latest technology. We comply with or exceed the require-
ments of all relevant safety standards. When charged, these lithium-ion battery packs
contain a high level of energy. If a fault occurs (which may not be detectable from
the outside), in very rare cases and under unfavorable conditions, lithium-ion battery
packs can catch fire.

Take care when using and charging your battery packs. Failure to follow the guide-
lines below could result in damage to property and/or serious injury. Contact STACYC
immediately if you have any questions regarding battery pack safety.

Your STACYC battery pack must not be opened, even for repairs. There is a risk your
battery pack could catch fire, e.g. due to a short circuit. This risk increases if a battery
pack which has already been opened is reused at a later point in time. Do not attempt
to repair a STACYC battery pack in the event of a fault; have it replaced with an origi-
nal STACYC battery pack.

The battery is protected against deep discharge, overloading, overheating, and
short-circuiting by a Battery Management System (BMS).

BATTERY PACK SAFETY

Only use genuine STACYC battery packs designed for your eBike. Using other battery
packs can lead to injuries and pose a fire hazard. STACYC accepts no liability or war-
ranty claims if other battery packs are used or the system has been modified to accept
other battery packs.

To prevent serious injury or death:

¢ Do not leave your battery pack unattended while charging.

e Always charge your battery pack in temperatures between 50°F — 77°F (10°C —
25°C).

e For an optimum service life, operate your STACYC battery packs at temperatures
between 322 F -104¢9 F (0°C-40°C).

e Always remove the battery pack from the bicycle when not in use and store in a

secure location to prevent unauthorized use.

Do not submerge the battery pack in liquid of any kind.

Do not attempt to touch the terminals on your battery pack.

Turn computer display OFF when not in use and before removing battery packs.

The battery packs should not be excessively difficult to insert or to remove. Do

not force the battery packs in or out of their docks.
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Battery pack charging times may increase with battery age and usage.

If the battery has trouble charging, stop charging and contact STACYC immediate-
ly.

Do not puncture or crush the battery pack. Do not impact the battery pack or
modify it in any way. Do not use the battery pack if it shows visible damage as
this can increase danger of fire or explosion.

Protect the battery packs from heat (e.g., temperature >1409F), fire, and im-
mersion in water. A high temperature environment increases danger of fire or
explosion.

Always remove the battery pack before beginning work (e.g. inspection, repair,
assembly, maintenance, work on the chain, etc.) on your eBike, moving it via
vehicle, or storing it. Unintentional activation of the STACYC eBike poses a risk of
injury.

Do not open the battery packs. There is a risk of short circuiting. Opening a bat-
tery pack voids any and all warranty claims.

When the battery pack is not in use, keep it away from paper clips, coins, keys,
nails, screws, or other small metal objects that could make a connection from
one terminal to another. A short circuit between the battery terminals may cause
burns or a fire. Short circuit damage which occurs in this instance voids any and
all warranty claims against STACYC.

Avoid mechanical loads that can damage the battery packs and cause a potential
fire or explosion.

Only charge the battery packs using a genuine STACYC charger. When using a
charger that is not made by STACYC, the risk of fire cannot be excluded.

Use the battery packs only in conjunction with your STACYC eBike. This is the only
way in which you can protect the battery against dangerous overload.

Use only genuine STACYC battery packs designed for your eBike. Using other
battery packs can lead to injuries and pose a fire hazard. STACYC accepts no
liability or warranty claims if other battery packs are used or the system has been
modified to accept other battery packs.

Keep the battery packs away from young children.

Always turn display OFF before removing the battery pack

Do not place the battery packs near flammable materials. Ensure the battery
packs are completely dry and placed on a fireproof surface before charging. There
is a risk of fire due to the heat generated during charging.

Your STACYC eBike battery pack must not be left unattended while charging.
Battery packs must not be subjected to mechanical shock. If the Battery packs are
dropped or struck with another object, the packs may be damaged.
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CHARGING THE BATTERY PACKS

To prevent serious injury or death:

¢ Do not leave your battery packs unattended while charging.

¢ Do not connect the battery pack to the charger until it has reached an allowable
charging temperature (within 102F of room temperature).

¢ Do not charge the battery pack with chargers other than a genuine STACYC char-
ger.

e Only charge the battery indoors and in dry spaces which are not excessively hot
or cold (within 102F of room temperature).

e  Ensure there are no flammable items, dirt, or debris nearby when

e using the charger.

e The battery pack must not be left on the charger longer than eight (8) hours after
the pack is fully charged.

e The light on the charger will be flashing red when the battery is charging, and will
turn green when charging has finished.

¢ Avoid leaving the charger plugged in when the battery is fully charged.

e Do not charge the battery if you notice the battery is damaged, excessively hot,
smells, or is discolored.

e Charging each battery pack should take approximately 45 mins to one hour if the
battery pack is mostly empty.

e  Store the battery packs indoors in a dry space, away from heat or flame sources
and out of direct sunlight.

e The charger may get warm when charging and it is normal to hear an internal fan
while operating.

e To reduce risk of injury, charge only battery packs of your STACYC eBike. Charging
other battery packs may cause charger damage, or burst, causing personal injury
and damage.

e Only charge genuine STACYC lithium-ion battery packs. The battery pack voltage
must match the battery pack charging voltage of the charger. Otherwise, there is
risk of fire and explosion.

¢ Do not expose the charger to rain or wet conditions. If water enters a charger,
there is a risk of electric shock.

*  Only use the genuine STACYC battery charger supplied with your eBike. Bypassing
the battery charger or the use of a non-approved or counterfeit battery charger
can lead to death or serious injury.

e Keep battery charger clean. Contamination can lead to the risk of an electric
shock. Clean only with the use of a damp cloth (mild soap/water) while the char-
ger is disconnected to wall power.

e Always check the charger, cable, and plug before use. Stop using the charger if
you discover any damage. Do not open the charger. Damaged chargers, cables,
and plugs increase the risk of electrical shock.

¢ Do not operate the charger on an easily ignited surface (e.g. paper, textiles, etc.)
or in a flammable environment. There is a risk of fire due to the charger heating
up during operation.
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e Keep the battery charger away from children. This will ensure that children do
not play with the charger.
e Persons who are not capable of safely operating the charger because of their
physical, sensory, or mental limitations, or because of their lack of experience
or knowledge, may only use this charger under supervision or after having been
instructed by a responsible person. Otherwise, there is a risk of operating errors
and injuries.
e Only grab the charger cord by the plug and not the cord itself when plugging and
unplugging from the wall socket.
Note the household voltage! The voltage of the power supply must correspond to
the specifications given on the battery charger nameplate.
Damage to your ebike’s electrical system caused in any manner, including water
intrusion, can lead to battery failure, electrical system malfunction, or electrical
fire and consequent property damage, injury, or death. Follow all recommenda-
tions to minimize chance of water damage. If you have any questions, contact
STACYC for more information.

CAUTION

To reduce the risk of fire, connect only to a circuit provided with 10 amperes maxi-
mum branch circuit overcurrent protection in accordance with the National Electric
Code, ANSI/NFPA 70. Never use extension cords with your STACYC charger provided
with the purchase of your eBike, after sales service, or warranty charging devices.

Using damaged battery packs or charger can create a fire hazard. Stop using your
battery packs and charger and contact STACYC immediately if any of the following
occur:

1. Your charger’s power cord or charge port area, has broken insulation, or any
other signs of damage.

2. Your battery packs or charger is physically damaged, non-functional, or perform-
ing abnormally

3. Your battery packs or charger experienced a significant impact from a fall or crash,
with or without obvious signs of damage, or

4. Your charger becomes too hot to touch, makes any abnormal sounds, gives off an
odor, or shows other signs of overheating. Store any damaged battery packs or
charger in a safe location and, as soon as possible, recycle or otherwise dispose of
it according to local rules. Contact STACYC if you have any questions or to pur-
chase replacement battery packs or charger.
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BATTERY CHARGING INFORMATION

e Check the charger, charger cable, and battery pack for damage before beginning
each charge.

e Always charge in a safe area that is cool*, dry, indoors, away from direct sunlight,
dirt, or debris, in a clear area away from potential to trip on the charging cord, or
for damage to occur to the battery pack, or charger while charging.

e *Always charge your battery in temperatures between 50 °F — 77 °F (10 °C - 25
°C).

e The battery packs must be charged off the bike. To remove the battery packs see
instructions “Installing and Uninstalling Battery Pack” on pages 20 and 21.

e The battery packs should be recharged after each use, so they are ready to go
the full range per charge next ride. There is no memory effect, so charging the
battery packs after short rides will not cause damage.

e  Charging the battery packs normally takes approximately 45 mins to one hour.
In rare cases, it may take longer to allow each battery management system to bal-
ance their respective battery packs, particularly when the packs are new or after
long periods of storage.

e The charger indicator light will show flashing red while the battery pack charges.
When charging is complete, the charging indicator light will turn solid green.

e Remove the battery pack from the charger within eight hours of the green light
indicating a complete charge. The charger is designed to automatically stop
charging when the battery is full, but unnecessary wear of the charging compo-
nents could occur if the charger is left attached to the battery and a power source
for longer than 8 hours.

Never charge a battery for more than 8 hours at a time.
Do not leave a charging battery pack unattended.

To Charge:
1. Slide the battery pack by aligning the pack and charger interfaces.
2. Plug the charger power cable into an electrical main wall socket.

Note: Use only the supplied input connection: standard AC power cord when connect-
ing to the household electrical supply.

Note: The charging process is only possible when the temperature of your STACYC
eBike battery is within the permitted charging temperature range.

After charging is complete and the light on the charger is green, disconnect the cable
from the battery port and power cord from wall socket. If you have charged the bat-
tery in the bicycle frame, carefully insert the rubber plug after charging, so that no dirt
or water can enter the battery port.
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MOVING AND STORAGE INSTRUCTIONS

Charging Battery Packs Before and During Storage

When the battery packs will not be used for weeks or months, remove them from the
eBike and store the battery packs at about 60% charge as indicated by the battery lev-
el gauge in the computer display. At about 60% charge, the battery will degrade less,
compared to higher charge levels.

Every 2-3 months check the battery pack charge levels and recharge to 60%, if neces-
sary.

Note: If the battery packs are stored with no charge for an extended period of time,
they may be damaged despite the low self-discharge and may reduce the battery
pack capacities.

For optimum service life for your battery packs, charge the battery packs to 100% a
few hours before you plan to ride.

DO NOT charge battery packs unattended or leave battery
packs connected to charger overnight

Leaving a battery pack connected to the charger for an extended period of time is not
recommended.

As the battery pack ages, capacity will diminish, and the battery pack will eventually
need to be replaced. A significantly reduced operating period after charging indicates
that the battery pack is worn out and must be replaced. You may purchase replace-
ment battery packs from STACYC.
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STORAGE CONDITIONS

If possible, store the battery packs in a dry, well-ventilated place. Protect it from mois-
ture and water.

Always store your STACYC eBike battery packs in a location that:

e Isinaroom with a smoke alarm;
e |saway from combustible or easily flammable objects; and
e Isaway from heat sources.

For an optimum service life, operate your STACYC eBike battery packs at temperatures
between 322 F -1042 F (0°C-40°C).

Make sure the maximum operating temperature is not exceeded. Do not leave the
battery packs in your car during the summer, for example, and store it away from
direct sunlight.

NOTE: Leaving the battery packs installed on the bicycle for long-term storage is not
recommended.

Failure to follow Battery Charging & Storage Best Practices could result in unneces-
sary wear to the charging components, battery packs, and or charger, and could lead
to underperforming or non-functional battery packs and replacements will not be
covered under warranty.

Protect the Drive Unit,
Cockpit System, and Battery Packs against extreme temperatures (e.g. from intense
sunlight without adequate ventilation). Extreme temperatures can cause the compo-
nents (especially the battery packs) to be damaged.

/i, WARNING!

To prevent serious injury or death:

e Always remove the battery packs before moving your STACYC eBike on a bicycle
rack mounted on your vehicle.

e Always use a bicycle rack that is compatible with your STACYC eBike. Check your
bicycle rack manual to be sure your rack has sufficient capacity. Overloading a
bicycle rack could cause the rack to fail and your eBike to be damaged.

e Never attempt to use a roof-mounted bicycle rack. ONLY use hitch-mounted racks.

e Always use proper lifting techniques when lifting your STACYC eBike. Electric bicy-
cles are generally heavier than regular bicycles.

DISPOSAL OF YOUR STACYC EBIKE

When your STACYC eBike is no longer usable, dispose of your eBike according to state
and federal regulations. The motor, computer display, battery, speed sensor, accesso-
ries, and packaging should be disposed of in accordance with these regulations. State
regulations regarding electronics disposal vary, so it is important you abide to the
rules in your state, province or municipality.

NOTE: Do not dispose of eBikes and their components with household waste.

Follow the cable coming from the
computer display down to the quick
plug. You may need to unravel some

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USER MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS

You should have your bicycle maintained at regular service intervals by your dealer or
at your local bicycle shop.

To prevent serious injury or death:

e NEVER open any of the components, including the battery packs, computer
display, motor, or PPAS sensor. Service should only be performed by your dealer
or a bicycle repair shop.

e Always remove the battery packs before performing any bicycle inspection,
maintenance, or repair.

e [f you suspect that something is loose, do not ride your bicycle. All nuts, bolts,
and screws require the proper tightening force. Too little force and the fastener
may not hold securely. Too much force and the fastener can strip threads, stretch,
deform, or break. Either way, incorrect tightening force can result in component
failure, which can cause you to lose control and crash. Take your bicycle to your
dealer or a bicycle repair shop for service.

e Do not paint any components of your STACYC eBike as they may cause prema-
ture failure of the component.

e Do not submerge your STACYC eBike or its components in water, ride in extreme
weather, or use a pressure washer to clean.

CARING FOR YOUR EBIKE

Always observe the operating and storage temperatures of your STACYC eBike and its

components. Protect the motor, computer display, and battery packs against extreme
temperatures (e.g. from intense sunlight without adequate ventilation). Extreme tem-
peratures can damage components (especially the battery packs).

Please have your STACYC eBike serviced at least once a year.

TUNE-UPS
100 Mile Tune-Up

After 100 miles, or 5 full battery pack charge cycles, have the following services per-
formed at your dealer or a bicycle shop:

e Check that your brakes are functioning correctly and adjust if necessary.

e All hardware should be adjusted to the specified “Tightening Torque” on page 20.
If any hardware is damaged, it should be replaced by a qualified mechanic.
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Monthly (or about every 250-500 miles)

e Inflate tires to pressure within recommended range printed on tire sidewalls.

e  Lubricate chain.

e Check that all hardware is tightened to the torque specifications listed in the
“Tightening Torque” on page 23 section of this manual.

e Check your brake pads for signs of wear. Replace if necessary.

e (Clean the bicycle with low residue cleaner and dry completely. Lubricate after
cleaning where necessary.

e Check spoke tension and adjust if necessary. See “Tightening Torque” on page 20.

Quarterly (or about every 750-1500 miles)

Check all items on the monthly service list above.

Check tire tread for excessive wear. Replace if necessary.

e Check electrical connectors and cable housings are secured away from moving
parts and are free from damage. Replace if necessary.

Do not tamper with your bicycle systems. Tampering is defined as removing or replac-
ing any original equipment or modifying your bicycle in any way that may change its
design and/or operation. Such changes may seriously impair the handling, stability,
and other aspects of the bicycle, making it unsafe to ride.

Tampering will void your warranty and render your bicycle noncompliant with the
applicable laws and regulations. STACYC is not responsible for any direct, incidental, or
consequential damages. This includes, without limitation, damages for personal injury,
property damage or economic losses due to tampering.

To ensure safety, quality, and reliability, use only original STACYC parts or STACYC au-
thorized replacements for repair and replacement.

CLEANING

Clean your STACYC eBike carefully with a soft, damp cloth (using only mild soap and
water). Rinse with water

Do not submerge your STACYC eBike or its components in
water, or use a pressure washer to clean.
