USING CONTROL PENDANT
1. Push On/Off button.
2. Press the Start/Stop button. Auger and Spinner will begin to turn, spreading material.

3. Use dials on Control Pendant to adjust Material Distribution Shaft speed. This will change the spread rate at constant vehicle speed.
4. Press Start/Stop to stop spreading. Turn off Spreader by pushing the On/Off button.

1. Mount rear plug bracket on back of vehicle using supplied bolts. Locate toward center of bumper as it will reduce the amount of debris
that gets onto the plug.

2. Mount vehicle harness plugs to bumper bracket that was just installed. [The Power Harness Plug will need to be removed and mounted to
the bracket, then re-connected to the wires.] Apply dielectric grease to plugs.

3. Route wires from back to front using ty-wraps or clamps (not supplied). Do not secure to brake lines, fuel lines, or near exhaust, engine or
moving parts. Use the heavy-duty ty-wraps along frame and the lighter duty ty-wraps everywhere else.

4. Drill a 7/8” hole in the firewall near steering column. Be sure to check for wires and components in the way (both sides of firewall) before
drilling the hole.

You will notice there are four holes in the bottom flange of each sideframe. These holes are on the bottom and will be used to mount the
spreader to the truck body. There are also two holes in the rear stop bracket. Mark all of these holes with a paint/permanent marker, an
oil pencil or similar device.

Look underneath the truck body to be sure there is clearance for the holes to be drilled. If there are interferences, the holes can be relo-
cated in the spreader frame. If the holes need to be relocated, make sure there is adequate fastening at the front and back.

Drill the holes in the marked locations using a 9/16 drill bit. (You may need to slide the spreader side-to-side in order to drill the holes
without climbing underneath the truck.

Slide the spreader back into position over top of the holes just drilled. Install bolts through spreader frame and truck body with washer
and nut below. Tighten all fasteners.
